Date of Incident

First became aware on June 6, 2009

Paid several fees relating to permit renewal in years 2005-2007

Paid costs related to changed plans and modifications in years 2005-2009

Facts and Circumstances Surrounding occurrence and/or transaction which gave
rise to the claim asserted:

City of Monte Sereno and its agents required me, as well as hundreds of others, to pay
renewal permit fees that were not otherwise required under any federal, state or municipal
statute. The exact amounts of these fees is unknown, but were between $500 and $5000.
Others like myself were wrongfully forced to pay these fees. The class of persons
included in this group is all Monte Sereno residents dating back to 1995 who paid permit
renewal fees for projects that were halted under the guise of the California Building Code
106.4.4 or a companion building code regulation. All class members suffered identical
injury and records relating to each member are in the control of the City of Monte

Sereno.

I, as well as hundreds of others, were forced to pay monies for remodeling and contractor
fees to demolish and otherwise change features of my remodeling project which were not
required by any federal, state or municipal statute in effect at the time my original permits
were issued. In particular, I was forced to rip out lighting fixtures which complied with
all regulations under the Califoria Building Code costing me approximately $12,000.

This information was known by City officials and was concealed and hidden by the City
of Monte Screno and its agents until the date provided above. I only became aware of
this information through public testimony provided by agents of Monte Sereno at trial of
Padgett v. Loventhal.

General Description of the indebtedness, obligation, injury, damage or loss incurred
so far as it may be known at the time of the presentation of the claim:

[ have paid monies to the City of Monte Sereno to renew or otherwise maintain permits
for remodeling and related building projects. I have paid monies to contractors and other
home improvement persons, and paid monies for parts and equipment to redo ongoing
projects to comply with regulations that were either invalid or not in effect at the time my

original permits were issued.
